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RULES (2023)  
1.   Name and Object


The Club shall be called The Tibetan Terrier Breeder and Owners Club.  Its object shall be:

(a)  To encourage, promote and protect the breeding of pure bred Tibetan Terriers and their natural qualities;

(b)  That members, owners and breeders accept and abide by the standard laid down by the English Kennel Club and is the only standard by which Tibetan Terriers should be judged;

(c)  To do all in its power to protect and advance the interests of the breed, and encourage sportsmanlike competition at Dog Shows, Rallies or whatever Tibetan Terrier owners and breeders are gathered together; to ensure contented membership;

(d)  To encourage the organisation of events, lectures, seminars, rallies or meetings in various localities where sufficient owners and breeders are supported by this club and approved for the pleasure, knowledge and benefit of its members.

2.
 Officers and Committee

The Club shall have a Patron, President, Vice-Presidents to be appointed, Chairman, Honorary Secretary, Honorary Treasurer and a Committee of up to nine (9) and an unlimited number of members.  No Officer or Committee Member, may serve on the Committee or hold office on another Tibetan Terrier Breed Club.

3.  Committee


The management of the Club shall be in the hands of the Officers of the Club and a Committee consisting of up to twelve (12) members of whom four (4) shall retire on a 3 year rotation.

(a)  Members of the Committee shall be eligible for re-election every three years.

(b)  The Chairman, the Honorary Secretary and the Honorary Treasurer shall be ex-officio members of the Committee and will, therefore, also be eligible for re-election every three years.

(c)  Meetings of the Committee shall be held as often as deemed necessary but at least every five months.

(d)  A quorum for Committee meeting shall be seven (7).

(e)  The Committee shall have the power to co-opt members on the Committee in the event of positions becoming vacant between General Meetings.

(f)  Those co-opted shall only hold Office until the next General Meeting of the Club at which an election of Officers and Committee takes place.

(g)  If a Committee Member shall, without good and sufficient reason as shall be determined by the Committee, absent himself or herself from three successive Committee Meetings, he or she shall cease to be a Member of the Committee after one month’s written notice which shall be given to him or her by the Secretary.

(h)  The Patron, President and Vice Presidents shall be appointed by the Committee.

(i)  No individual who has been a member for less than two years may be elected onto the Committee.

(j)  The Officer and Committee Members will not handle or exhibit any dog, including dogs owned or in partnership at any of the shows run by the club, this excludes sponsored or supported shows.

(k)  No member can be elected an Officer of the Club until he or she has served 2 years on the Committee.  

4.   President  

The President of the Club is elected for life or until he or she expresses a desire to relinquish that Office.  A new President shall be by invitation of the Officers and Committee in complete accord and in such event a secret ballot of the membership.

5.
Election of Member
(a) A candidate for membership of the Club shall be proposed and seconded by another.  Such application to be made on the approved form and sent with the subscription to the Hon. Secretary for acceptance or approval of the Committee at one of their meetings  If the application is not successful the subscription shall immediately be returned.

(b) The Committee reserve the right to refuse membership for which no reason need be given.

(c) On acceptance the member will be sent by the Hon. Secretary a copy of the Rules, Regulations and Breed Standard, which shall be binding, upon his or her acceptance of which is a condition of membership.

6.
Subscription   


The Annual Subscriptions shall be such amount as agreed by the members in the General Meeting and notified to the Kennel Club.  Subscriptions to be paid to the Hon. Treasurer by 31st of January each year.  No member whose subscription is unpaid shall be entitled to any of the privileges of membership, and if any member shall fail to pay the annual subscription by 3rd of March the Committee shall have the power to erase his or her name from the list of members, but if the Committee shall subsequently receive a satisfactory explanation the member may, at the discretion of the Committee and on payment of arrears, be re-admitted to membership.


Class of membership:

(a) Single members -  Adult of 18 years or above
(b) Household members – To include 2 adults from the same household
(c) Child members – Any child under the age of 18 from the same household can be added free of charge to either a single, joint or overseas membership

(d) Overseas member resident outside the UK, the Channel Islands and Eire, who shall be ineligible to vote

NOTE: Each adult member other than (d) above shall be entitled to one vote immediately upon acceptance of membership. No member under the age of 18 years has the right to vote. Only one of each club publication will be available to each household..

The election of any member to be seven members of the committee to form a quorum and three negatives to exclude.

7. Club Property
The property of the Club shall be vested in the Committee and in the event of the Club’s ceasing to          exist the remaining assets after liabilities are settled shall be divided among the current paid up    members at that time, limited to the amount of one annual subscription per person, any funds or property, etc, thereafter remaining given to the Royal Veterinary College for furthering the care of the Tibetan Terrier.

Donors of trophies, cups, works of art etc, will be required to give a written statement saying the gift is made outright to the Club and cannot be reclaimed.

8.
Resignations

Members wishing to resign must do so in writing; no part of the subscription is returnable and no claims against the Tibetan Terrier Breeder and Owners Club can be made or entertained.

9.
Expulsion of Members



Any member who shall be disqualified under Kennel Club Rule A11.j.(5)  and/or Kennel Club rule A11.j.(9) shall, ipso facto, cease to be a member of the Society. 

If the conduct of any member shall, in the opinion of the Committee of the Society, be injurious or likely to be injurious to the character of interest of the Society, the Committee of the Society may at a meeting, the notice convening which includes as an object the consideration of the conduct of the member, determine that a Special General Meeting of the Society shall be called for the purpose of passing resolution to expel him/her.


Notice of the Special Meeting shall be sent to the accused member, giving particulars of the complaint and advising the place, date and hour of the Meeting, that he/she may attend and offer an explanation.  If at the Meeting a resolution to expel is passed by two-thirds majority of the members present and voting, his/her name shall forthwith be erased from the list of members and he/she shall thereupon cease for all purposes to be a member of the Society, except that he/she may, within two calendar months from the date of such Meeting, appeal to the Kennel Club upon and subject to such conditions as the Kennel Club may impose.

10. General Meetings


The financial year of the Club shall be from the 1st January to the 31st December and the Annual General Meeting shall be held before the 1st May in each year for the following purposes: There must be a quorum of at least 7 members with a minimum of two officers present.
To receive the Report from the Officers of the Committee and Balance Sheet, to elect Officers and discuss any resolution duly placed on the Agenda of which prior notice has been given to the Hon. Secretary.  No business shall be transacted at an Annual General Meeting unless notice therefore appears on the Agenda, with exception of routine matters or those which, in the opinion of the Chairman of the Meeting are urgent.  The election of Officers and Committee when required at the Annual General Meeting shall be either by vote or ballot of those present at the Meeting.  A Special General Meeting shall be summoned by the Hon. Secretary if 50 members send a special requisition stating the subject to be discussed; no business other than the matter on the Agenda can be discussed at a Special General Meeting.

Notice of the Annual General Meeting and any Special General Meeting shall be deemed to have been given to all members when placed in the Quarterly Newsletter as well as on the TTBOC website & TTBOC social media site(s) at least 28 days in advance.  A full Agenda of such meetings will be similarly published 14 days clear before the date of the meeting for which items must be received by the Secretary at least 21 days before the meeting.  Audited Statement of Accounts will be available at the Annual General Meeting or sent to members on request.

11.
Club Accounts













The Banking Account be opened in the name of the Tibetan Terrier Breeder and Owners Club onto which all revenue of the Club shall be paid and from which withdrawals shall only be made on the signature of two or more Officers.  The accounts shall be kept by the Treasurer. They will be certified by either one qualified accountant or two unqualified, appointed at each General Meeting. They shall certify the Club accounts for the ensuing year before the General Meeting. The certified account shall be made available to members 14 days prior to the AGM. Those certifying the accounts shall be unconnected to the committee.
12.
Amendments to Rules   
























The Rules of the Society may not be altered except at a General Meeting, the notce for which contains specific proposals to amend the Rules.


Any proposed alteration to the Rules may not be brought into effect until the Kennel Club has been advised and approved the alteration.

13.
Annual Returns to the Kennel Club




















The Officers acknowledge that during the month of January each year, Maintenance of Title fees will be forwarded to the Kennel Club by the Secretary and by the 31st July other returns as stipulated in the Kennel Club Regulations for the Registration of Maintenance of Title of Registered Societies, Branches or Registered Breed councils forwarded to the Kennel Club.



The Officers acknowledge their duty to inform the Kennel Club of the month in which the Society’s Annual General Meeting is held and to notify the Kennel Club of any subsequent amendments to that date.

14.
Breed Club Judges List






















Tibetan Terrier Breeder and Owners Club Judges List has been prepared for the purpose of indicating to interested parties those Judges, appearing thereon, whom this Club would support at differing levels of judging.  As per A1, A2, A3, B and C names appearing have been chosen by secret ballot of the committee from the scrutiny of a completed questionnaire, available from the Hon, Secretary.  Nominations for inclusion is by completion of a questionnaire, available from the Hon. Secretary.  A list is prepared annually and runs concurrently with the Club’s financial year.

15. Kennel Club Final Court of Appeal
